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Aberaeron and Henllan POW Camp

On one of the many bright, summer days this year,
members of the Burton Wednesday Afternoon Club and
friends set off early for a trip to Aberaeron, arriving in time
for morning coffee.

Aberaeron is a lovely little seaside town. The
beach is of reddish-grey stones and dirty looking but there
is a nice park and | am sure if you walk a little way out of
the town the beach improves. After a little shopping, we
had a nice fish-‘n’-chip lunch and wandered down to the
beach and, as we walked along the front, we saw our
coach and hitched a ride back to the pick up point; as the
coach was manoeuvring the bend an ambulance came
around and stopped outside the fish and chip bar.
Unfortunately, one of our party had slipped on the step and
damaged her ankle and was to be moved off to hospital.
The ambulance moved off and so did our coach for the half
hour drive to the former Italian POW camp at Henllan.

We were welcomed by the custodian who escorted
us around the camp. He told us this was, as far as he
knew, the only camp still remaining in Britain and that he
actually lives in one of the huts. We walked up the length
of the path and came to a hut which the ltalian prisoners
had made into a chapel. The artwork is superb and over
the altar is a painting of the Last Supper. Both side walls
have pictures of the Stations of the Cross. It is worth
remembering that these men had no money to buy paints,
brushes or anything else for that matter. They mostly
worked on farms so they had to beg for scraps of paint or
pieces of wood. The candlesticks are actually made of
bully-beef cans and bits of wood. A couple of prisoners
have been back since the war ended and have touched up
some of the artwork. It was an interesting afternoon and
our guide was excellent. We said our farewells and then
made our way home while our injured friend was still in
hospital having treatment.

Rural Rate Relief Scheme

As your County Councillor of, very much a RURAL AREA and also a Cabinet Member
of Pembrokeshire County Council | would advise that we take seriously the decision by
the Welsh Assembly Government to withdraw £2.5 Million of support for rural
businesses in Pembrokeshire.
