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Dear Residents
Fouling our own nests?

The Community Council has become increasingly
concerned at the amounts of litter being deposited
around the community area in recent times. This
includes rubbish dumped in the ditches and verges,
on roads, footpaths, etc., and includes a varied array
of items, all of which, however, serve only to detract
from the attractiveness of our otherwise pleasant
neighbourhood. Why is this? It can only be because
we, or at least some of us, are fouling our own nest,
and in the process, that of our friends and
neighbours too.

One environmental organisation recently stated
“‘Modern Man has made a rubbish tip of Paradise
Earth, and now stands like a brutish infant on the
brink of effectively destroying this oasis of life”. We
are quite familiar with the global issues facing the
planet. However, if we are tempted to think that
dumping a few plastic bottles or chip cartons out of
the car window around Rosemarket doesn’t count,
then think again. Virtually all of our global
environmental problems have their roots in the
actions of individuals. The solutions, therefore, are
dependent on the responsible actions of individuals
too. On another tack, rubbish dumped from car
windows is known to be a proven cause of road
accidents. One local authority recently described
those responsible for throwing rubbish from car
windows as ‘litter louts and potential killers’. Figures
show that the manpower being provided by the
Local Authority for clearing up the neighbourhood is
at an all time high.

Yes, such inconsiderate and thoughtless
actions have a measurable cost in road safety terms
and in our pockets, as well as environmentally.

Familiarity can breed a casual attitude towards our
surroundings. However, if we stop and reflect, most
will probably agree that we are privileged to reside in
one of the most beautiful parts of Britain. It is up to
us all to do our part in keeping it that way.

He is against law, order
and cleanliness. He has no regard for the comfort
and well-being of others. Remember, our actions

Neighbourhood Policing priorities

Pupils causing anti-social behaviour during
school time is just one of the priorities for the
Haverfordwest Neighbourhood Policing team this
month.

At the Neighbourhood Forum concerns were raised
about pupils leaving Tasker Milward School without
permission and distressing nearby elderly residents
by playing ‘knock and run’ on their doors.

As a result of the concerns patrols in the area will be
increased and pupils out of the school without
permission will be dealt with in unison with them.

Sergeant Jill Evans said: “The young people may
think this type of behaviour is funny but it can be
very upsetting and frightening to its victims.

“Anyone flouting the school rules and causing anti-
social behaviour will not only be dealt with by the
school but by ourselves as well.

“Young people need to think about how their
behaviour effects others and we would ask parents to
help us reiterate this message.

“As a result of the meeting we will also be looking at
inconsiderate and illegal parking.

“People raised concerns about the obstruction of
pavements and dropped kerbs causing problems to
pedestrians”

“We will be looking at dealing with this by issuing
fixed penalty notices and I will be speaking to the
council about deterrent measures.

“The next forum meeting is on Monday April 2™,
2007 at 7pm at the Pembrokeshire College and I
would encourage anyone who has any issues for the
team to attend.”




Burton Pond Project:
Announcement .31st January 2007

The Burton Branch of the Pembrokeshire Federation
of Womens Institutes has successfully applied and
secured funding to rehabilitate the pond and adjacent
Common Land area local to the historical baptism
immersion well at St. Mary’s Church, Burton,
Pembrokeshire.

Confirmation of funding approval, to support this
environmentally sensitive project, was received in
late January, 2007. The principal sponsors are the
Pembrokeshire County Council Community
Regeneration Scheme, with a grant of £6,478 and a
further grant of £5,000 from Awards for All Wales, a
Lottery funded grant programme.

Since 1986, when the Preceli District Council funded
and completed the restoration of the actual
immersion well, the local Burton Branch of the
Womens Institute have been maintaining the
Common Land area on an annual basis. These efforts
have become progressively more and more labour
intensive each summer to keep pace with aquatic
plant growth. Through local consultations, the use of
weed suppressant chemicals was eliminated as a
possible solution. During the summer of 2006, the
condition of the pond area was so overgrown that
Burton W.. needed assistance from the local
Pembrokeshire College to control the growth and
spread of vegetation.

Given these annual experiences, the Burton W.I.
explored the potential of more permanent remedies,
including repairs of the stream stone banks, the
stone access bridge to the immersion well and
replacing the general hard standing paved areas.
Replacement of the existing fencing of the area was
also proposed, including safety considerations for
children and improvements for disabled personnel
access.

Applications were submitted in November, 2006, to
each of the organisations referenced above, in the
hope that sufficient funding might be secured to
implement the planned permanent remedies, whilst
maintaining a valued and sustainable natural
environment within the village.

The rehabilitation of the Burton Pond area will
undoubtedly benefit the local community and the
numerous visitors accessing the public footpath to
the adjacent Nation Park area of the River Cleddau.
The Burton Branch of the Womens Institute, in
conjunction with the local community, will remain
totally committed to organise and implement their
annual maintenance of this picturesque area of the
village.

On behalf of the Burton Womens Institute and the
local community in general, we are all extremely
grateful to the Pembrokeshire = Community
Regeneration Scheme and Award for All Wales for
their support. Our plan is to complete the restoration
work before the end of March, 2007.
