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Major new project to help the fuel poor

West Wales ECO Centre has been awarded
nearly £50,000 by the Big Lottery Fund to
support a project that helps households who are
struggling to manage their energy use and bills.
The project 'Cosy Homes Advisor - Cynghorydd
Cartefi Cynnes' is a two year project operating
in Pembrokeshire, Powys and Ceredigion.

The funding will pay towards the cost of an
expert advisor who will visit eligible people in
their homes and look at how they use, manage
and pay for their heating and electricity.

"There are many people who are at risk of fuel
poverty because they are paying too much for
the energy; or they are unable to manage their
energy use; or they have inadequate heating
systems in their homes" Jake Hollyfield, Director
ofthe ECO Centre, said. "This project aims to
help people in their homes to get on top of their
energy use, to remove the risks they face in
spending so much on heating and electricity. In
these credit crunch times, people have enough
to worry about. If they are unable to enjoy an
acceptable quality of life because of financial
worries or cold related health issues, the Cosy
Homes Advisor can help them".

"We are very grateful for the Big Lottery's
funding of this project. People with long enough
memories will remember that the ECO Centre
started out as a fuel poverty group, providing
insulation to help local people keep warm. It's
great to get back to our roots with a project that
directs expertise where it is needed most - in
the home".

The Big Lottery Fund distributes half of the
National Lottery good cause funding across the
UK. The Fund aims to enable others to make
real improvements to communities and the lives
of people most in need.

The project will run for two years, and the ECO
Centre will be recruiting a new member of staff
to deliver this service by the end of July.

BURTON TOLL HOUSE AND COTTAGE

During the eighteenth century the road from
Haverfordwest to Burton was considered of
importance and under Acts of 1709 and 1710 a
number of prominent landowners, among them
Lord Milford, whose property ran along side
the road, made application for a turnpike trust
to be created which occurred in 1788. This
gave the trustees power to levy tolls on users
of the highway, the proceeds being applied to
maintenance, under the supervision of a
surveyor appointed by them. The right to call
on parishioners to give six days labour or

To collect the tolls, two cottages were built, one opposite Haylett entrance three quarters of a mile
from Merlin’s Bridge and the other near Hay’s corner, almost opposite the Stable Bar.
Both properties still remain to this day. The cottages were owned by the Earl of Cawdor to whom an

annual rent of 10 shillings for each cottage was paid.
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Help us keep burglaries low

People leaving their properties insecure accounted
for half the burglaries in Pembrokeshire in April.

Although there were only 10 house burglaries and
three attempted burglaries in the county last month
thieves lives were made easy in five of them by
people leaving their properties insecure.

Research has also shown that the most popular time
for the thieves to strike in April was between
midnight and 1am and the most common days were
Saturdays and Tuesdays.

Chief Inspector Steve Matchett said: "Burglary is
one of the most distressing crimes for its victims.

"Fortunately house burglaries are rare because
Pembrokeshire has a low burglary rate but we need
to ensure people help us keep it this way by taking
very basic crime prevention advice such as locking
doors and windows."

Other advice includes:-

e Fit strong locks to your doors and windows
and make sure you always keep them fully
locked

e Try to make your home look occupied if you
are away from your property overnight.
Invest in a plug-in timer for lamps and radios

e Consider installing a burglar alarm.

e Prevent intruders getting to the back and
sides of your home by installing strong
fencing or gates

e Never leave a spare key in a convenient
hiding place such as under the doormat, in a
flowerpot or behind a loose brick - thieves
know to look there first

e If you are replacing or fitting new doors and
windows, get ones that are certified to British
Standard BS7950 (windows) and PAS 24-1
(doors)
