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2011 CENSUS 
 
Many of you will no doubt recall when the last 
national Census was undertaken in 2001 by the 
Office for National Statistics(ONS). Once every 
ten years, the Census captures key information 
about the characteristics of the population and 
households across the whole of the UK, which 
assists government and local authorities to find 
out how people’s lives and needs have 
changed, thereby enabling them to plan the kind 
of services that are needed.  
 
Accurate estimates of Pembrokeshire’s 
population have always been difficult to produce 
because of the relatively high elements of 
inward and outward migration that occur, which 
are difficult to monitor accurately. Recent 
revisions in the way ONS calculates annual 
migration, for example, saw the 2008 Mid Year 
Estimate for the County being revised from 
118,800 to 117,600. It is essential therefore that 
we help to produce as near as possible to a 
100% Census coverage, so an accurate 2011 
population figure can be produced.  
 
Accurate results from the 2011 Census are 
critical to the Council for two primary reasons:  
 
1. To provide a sound basis for the effective 
planning, targeting and delivery of Council 
services and resources to meet the needs of 
local residents - from the provision of social 
services, education and housing, through the 
provision of library services and release of land 
for future development in the LDP.  
2. To ensure the Council receives its fair share 
of central government funding. In Wales census 
statistics are used to distribute just over half of 
the £4.1 billion available to councils in Revenue 
Support Grant (RSG). 
A Census undercount of just 1,000 would 
equate to an annual projected RSG funding loss 
for the County of approximately £860,000 p.a. 
or £8.6 million over ten years.  
 
Together we all have an important part to play 
in getting the 2011 Census right. 
 
The key messages and facts relating to the 
forthcoming census are:  
 
The 2011 Census will take place on 27th 
March2011.  
 

Completion of the Census form is a legal 
requirement.  
 
Failure to complete a Census form could lead to 
prosecution and people may be fined up to 
£1000.  
 
The Census can be completed on paper or on-
line and is secure and straightforward.  
  
Help and support from ONS to complete the 
Census questionnaire will be available on-line 
or over the phone in over 50 different 
languages.  
 
The Census will collect key information about 
the characteristics of everybody living or 
residing in the UK on Census night.  
 
The information collected will be published in 
aggregate form, from which the details of 
individuals will not be identifiable.  
 
Personal information collected in the Census is 
NOT shared with the Council or any other 
organization.  
 
Access to Census information about individuals 
is prohibited by law for 100 years.  
 
Information from the Census will be used by the 
County Council and its partners for the 
planning, targeting and delivery of services to 
meet local needs  
 
Census information plays a key role in 
determining the level of funding allocated to the 
Council each year by the Welsh Assembly 
Government to support local services.  

 
Can I reiterate that your personal 

information is not divulged to 

Pembrokeshire County Council. It is the 

statistics compiled from the census by the 

Office for National Statistics that are used 

by local authorities.

Burton Community Council 

 
At recent meetings of the Burton Community Council, the 

following matters were given consideration: 

 

Speed survey. A speed survey has recently been carried 

out along the main road in the vicinity of Brompton Park 

at the request of the Community Council. This showed 

that average speeds through this area were 30-34mph. It 

would appear from this that no serious speeding problem 

exists.  

 

Houghton playpark. New ‘No Dogs’ signs have been 

erected around the playpark boundary. Residents are 

asked to respect this, and thus help keep the playpark 

suitable for use by young children.  

 

Paul Boyle. The Community Council was sorry to 

receive notice of C’llr Paul Boyle’s resignation at the 

December meeting. His contribution to the Community 

Council has been extremely valuable, especially in 

matters related to possible future uses of the school 

premises in Houghton. Members extend him all their best 

wishes for the future.   

 

Bowlings Corner. The new Community seat is now in 

situ at Bowlings Corner. Members were very pleased with 

the standard of workmanship produced by Norman 

Industries in constructing and siting this. Concerns have 

been raised in the Community Council about 

inconsiderate and dangerous parking around Bowlings 

Corner, and are looking into options to address the 

problem, including possible applications for parking 

restrictions. Residents are asked to be aware of the 

possible consequences in terms of road safety when 

choosing where to park their cars and vans.  

 

Budget. The Community Council has been able to freeze 

its budget for the third successive year. This recognises 

that we are all living in difficult economic times, and the 

Community Council recognises the need to achieve 

maximum effectiveness in the use of its limited public 

resources.  

 

Monthly meetings. Residents are reminded that meetings 

are held on the last Wednesday of each month (except 

August), at 7pm, venue Jubilee Hall, Houghton. All 

meetings are open to the public, and include a ten minute 

public forum.

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A ‘cracking adventure’ for 

young Wallace & Gromit fan 

 
On a cold and frosty December morning, when most

Burton was up bright and early getting ready for a 
charity bike ride to raise money for the Wallace & 
Gromit’s Children’s Foundation. The foundation was 
created in 2003, and aims to improve the quality of 
life for children in hospitals and hospices across the 
UK.  Money raised benefits more than 20 hospitals 
and hospices across the UK including the Children’s 
Hospital for Wales. 
 
Dylan has been a real fan of Wallace & Gromit since 
being introduced to them on his 3rd birthday.  His 
favourite film is “A Close Shave” and he particularly 
enjoys all the Crackin’ Contraptions that Wallace 
invents! In 2009 he held a tea party for friends as 
part of the Great British Tea Party event, but this 
year decided to do something a little different to 
raise money. 
 
Cycling the 5 mile path from Johnston to Neyland is 
no mean feat for the average adult, but factor in the 
temperature of around -5 and you begin to realise 
what a challenge Dylan faced that December 
morning! The first three miles seemed to go by really 
quickly with barely a pause to take in the winter 
scenes. The last couple of miles were more of a 
challenge but with determination, encouragement, 
and the thought of a tasty cake and hot chocolate at 
the end, Dylan arrived at the finish line with a big 
smile on his face. Very tired but happy, we then 
headed over to the wonderful Brunel Café, Neyland 
Marina who very kindly supported the event with tea, 
squash and cakes.  
 
Dylan had lots of support from family and friends 
and the charity promoted his ride through Facebook 
and Twitter. He even had a mention on Radio 
London!  Locally, Radio Pembrokeshire and the 
Western Telegraph ran the story, and the final total 
raised was an amazing £253.67.  During an 
interview with Radio Pembrokeshire the week after 
the ride, Dylan said his favourite part of the 
challenge was “riding through icy puddles”, and said 

a big “thank you, to everyone who donated 

money”. 

 

The ride was quite an adventure for Dylan, and even 
more remarkable was on arriving home he asked if 
he could have a quick ‘whizz around’ on the bike – 
as if 5 miles wasn’t enough! 
 
Dylan would like to say a very big thanks again to 
everyone who supported him. He hasn’t decided 
what he would like to do next year to raise funds but 
there’s no doubt it will be something active!

THE BIG ISSUE 

Do you walk past the ‘Big Issue’ sellers hoping they won’t try and sell you one? 

The Big Issue exists to offer homeless and vulnerably housed people the opportunity to earn a legitimate 

income. We produce a weekly entertainment and current affairs magazine which vendors buy from us for £1 

and sell to the public for £2, keeping £1 for themselves. Vendors must adhere to a code of conduct whilst 

selling the magazine. 

We believe in offering ‘a hand up, not a hand out’, but we also recognise that earning an income is the first 

step on the journey away from homelessness. The Big Issue Foundation is a registered charity which exists to 

link vendors with the vital support which will help them address the issues which have led to their 

homelessness. The Foundation works exclusively with vendors, offering support, advice and referrals.  

The Big Issue is one of the UK’s leading social businesses, which seventeen years since its inception 

continues to offer homeless and vulnerably housed people the opportunity to earn a legitimate income. 

The organisation is made up of two parts; a limited company which produces and distributes a magazine to a 

network of street vendors, and a registered charity which exists to help those vendors gain control of their lives 

by addressing the issues which have contributed to their homelessness. 

The Big Issue Company publishes a weekly entertainment and current affairs magazine, which Big Issue 

sellers (or vendors) buy for £1 and sell for £2, thereby earning £1 per copy. Any post investment profit 

generated through the sale of the magazine or the sale of advertising is passed on to our charity, The Big 

Issue Foundation. The Foundation is also reliant upon donations from the public to fund its crucial work with 

vendors. 

The organisation currently supports over 2900 homeless and vulnerably housed people across the country. 

The magazine is read by over 670,000 people every week throughout the UK*. 

 

Give it a try - The Big Issue - a hand up, not a hand out... 
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No excuse to avoid licence 

MORE than 100 TV licence fee evaders  
were caught in the Pembroke and Pembroke Dock 
area in the first ten months of 2010.  
TV Licensing has also revealed the most implausible 
excuses given over the past months for not having a 
TV licence.  
They include: "My house was invaded by a squirrel 
which weed on my TV; so now it doesn't work 
properly," and "Can you call back later? I want to 
finish watching the end of this TV programme." 
Warren Carr, TV licensing spokesman for Wales, 
said: "No matter how creative people get with their 
excuses, watching or recording live TV without a 
licence is against the law." He added: "In fairness to 
those who pay the fee, we will prosecute those who 
try to avoid it."  
Joanna Elson, the chief executive of the Money 
Advice Trust, added: "Your TV licence should be 
treated as a priority debt, alongside expenses such as 
your mortgage or rent, council tax and gas and 
electricity bills."

Pembrokeshire County Council 
is now responsible for Civil 
Parking Enforcement  
 
On the 1st February 2011 
Pembrokeshire County Council  
took over the role of enforcing on street 
parking in Pembrokeshire.  
 
Civil Enforcement Officers will be 
patrolling streets and car parks seven 
days a week, including evenings.  
 

Their actions are to encourage motorists 
to comply with parking restrictions and 
the introduction of this new approach 
aims to improve road conditions and 
safety for drivers, pedestrians, cyclists 
and people with disabilities, as well as 
the reliability of public transport.  
 
It also seeks to reduce the misuse of 
disabled parking bays and delays to  
emergency vehicles, and tackle 
problem parking around schools and 
residential areas.  

 
Any vehicle found parked in 
contravention of restrictions will be 
issued with a Penalty Charge Notice 
(PCN).  
 
The PCN will be £50 or £70 depending 
on the seriousness of the offence with 
a discount of 50% if the penalty is paid 
within 14 days.  
 
There will be areas where maybe 
enforcement action was not carried 
out in the past, or even a perception 
that illegal parking was condoned..  

 All revenue from penalty charges will be used   

by the Council to fund enforcement.  

Any surplus money will be used to fund 
local parking, highway and transport 
improvements in accordance with legal 
requirements.    

Advice to motorists:   

Don't park where yellow line waiting or 
loading restrictions are in force  

Always read the road signs - they tell 
you what restrictions apply  

Don't park on zigzag lines  

Only park in loading bays if you are 
loading/ unloading goods  

Only park in bays reserved for disabled 
badge holders or residents if you are 
entitled to do so  

Make sure you have paid and displayed in 

a car park.  

The new team will be enforcing all    
current restrictions in a fair and 
consistent manner.
