Fire Service Community Safety. 

Community Safety is now a central theme in the 
modern Fire Service. No longer is the Service a 
re-active  organisation  dealing  with  incidents  as 
they occur but Firefighters attempt to prevent 
incidents  through  education  and  assistance  to 
keep people safe. 
In  order  to  reduce  the  number  of  preventable 
domestic  fires,  Firefighters  visit  people  to  talk 
about specific fire safety issues they may have in 
their home. 
An  informal  chat  called  a  Home  Fire  Safety 
Check  is  an effective  way  of  educating  people 
about fire safety and easy ways to keep 
safe. 
Many  people  are  not  aware  that  they  are 
overloading  sockets  or  do  not  think  that  the 
position  of  their  toaster  near  to  the  kitchen 
curtains is putting themselves and their home at 
risk.  These  and  other  common  dangers  are 
highlighted during the visit. 
Figures  for  fires  in  Pembrokeshire  show  a 
downward trend which proves the effectiveness 
of this programme. In 2005/2006 there were 301 
property fires in Pembrokeshire. This has fallen 
by about 30 fires per year resulting in only 231 
property fires in 2007/2008. 
A major factor to safety in the home is a working 
smoke detector. 
Having  a  detector  in  the  home  gives  early 
warning of  a  fire,  alerting  the householder  and 
possibly preventing them becoming trapped. 
Another  benefit  of  a  smoke  detector  is  the 
Brigade  being  called  during  the  early 
development  of  the  fire,  reducing  the  damage 
and  the  risk  of  spread  of  fire  to  neighbouring 
houses. 
Recognising the value of this small piece of
 equipment, Firefighters will as part of the 
Home Fire Safety Check, ensure alarms are
working and correctly positioned. They will 
also provide and fit new alarms to homes that 
don't have them, all for free.

DOG FOULING
The Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996 makes it  an 
offence if a person in control of a dog fails to clean 
up “forthwith” after their dog if the animal fouls land to 
which the public have access.
 
Forthwith is regarded as meaning immediately and 
accordingly if a dog owner/walker is to comply with 
this  requirement  they  would  have  to  carry  a  bag 
scoop or some other means of cleaning up after their 
pet.
 
If  an  offence  is  committed  a  fixed  penalty  notice 
involving a  £75 fine may be issued. If this fine isn’t 
paid within a 14 day period the matter may be heard 
in the Magistrates Court where a maximum fine of 
£1,000 would apply.
 
I would also point out that it makes no difference if 
the dog is accompanied or is straying on its own.
 
It  would be appreciated if  all  dog owners could be 
mindful of the above points and in turn ensure that 
fouling offences are avoided.
 
I have asked the Dog Warden to spend more  
time in Burton & Rosemarket and especially 
on The  Beacon Rosemarket  and play  area 
Houghton. You have been warned

Nostalgic Return to Burton
ast  December,  my  husband  Gordon  asked  me 
what  I  wanted  to  do  to  celebrate  my milestone 
birthday  on  the  horizon,  and  without  missing  a 
beat I said:  “I want to wake up in Burton on my 
60th Birthday!”  He responded with “Well,  I  think 

we can make that happen”, and happen it did, and 
thought that I would share with you the wonderful 

welcome  and  happy times  I  had  in  early  March  in  the 
beautiful parish of Burton.

To give you some background, I  was born at Newton 
Farm and raised at Mountain Park in Burton which meant 
that I attended Burton VC School and became involved in 
local  events  and groups,  and was a  member  of  Burton 
Church.  I  later  lived  at  Oakley,  Houghton  prior  to  my 
emigration to Canada in 1986.

In  order  to  travel  down  memory  lane  on  my  60th,  I 
started by booking a suite at the one time Rectory,  now 
Beggar’s  Reach Hotel,  and sending invitations  to  family 
and friends to help me celebrate on the eve of my Birthday 
at the Hotel.  The old Rectory holds many memories as I 
used  to  babysit  Rector  Davies’  children;  attended 
confirmation  classes  there  and  a  celebration  tea  on 
confirmation  day with  the  Bishop  John  of  St.  Davids  in 
attendance;  my  mother  worked  there  just  prior  to  her 
retirement in the early 80’s; my sister, Christine held her 
wedding reception there.  In  earlier  times my father had 
worked there in his youth, and  my late aunt May Lewis 
(née Waters) had her wedding reception there in 1930.

The eve of my birthday arrived and after checking into 
the lovely hotel and enjoying its tranquility, I was ready to 
(albeit with a mixture of excitement and nervousness) to 
greet my guests.  I was thrilled to have my aunt there, Mrs. 
Frances  (Dolly)  James  (aged  90),  Briar  Mount,  Hill 
Mountain,  her  daughter,  Derelynn  Fitzgerald  and  her 
family, as well as Rose and Stuart Evans, daughter of my  
aunt  and  uncle  (Mr.  and  Mrs.  Melbourne  Griffiths,  The 
Relm, Houghton) and my cousin Linda Evans (daughter of 
the late Mr. and Mrs. Bowen Griffiths, Caldicot).  I felt truly 
privileged and blessed to realise that people had travelled 
from all over to be with me - from as far afield as Milford 
Haven,  Treffgarne,  Goodwick,  and  Caldicot,  with  one 
cousin, Victor Waters, and his wife Miriam driving all the 
way from Bodmin, Cornwall!
On the day of my birthday I awoke to see the fields my 
parents (Eunice and Harry Waters) used to farm bordering 
two sides of the hotel, and it seemed even the spring 
lambs and ewes looked up to greet me.  I was overjoyed.  I 
spent the day with my husband and cousin Victor and his 
wife ‘tootling around’ the parish.  We drove the back lanes 
through Cudlic Farm and past the farm formerly known as 
Mountain Park taking photographs enroute.  We continued 
our journey to Benton Castle, where I used to sing carols 
on New Year’s morning with friends Lucy and Anne 
Mordecai as a child, and in later years to have tea with the 
now late Mrs. Sullivan on a past visit home.  We walked 
along the beach at Rooseferry, where I spent many happy 
hours swimming, picnicking, and beachcombing.  We 
dropped in at Williamston House where my childhood 
friend, Wendy Dixon (now Marsh) lived and remembered 
attending her birthday parties there.  My paternal 
grandmother (Mrs. Emma Waters née Oakley) was lady in 
waiting to Lady Scourfield in years past.  My first job was 
at Williamston Mill as clerk with WE & RP Dixon

and memories of riding my bike to and from work came 
flooding back.  I could see the “big house” from my 
bedroom window at Mountain Park, and my mother used 
to say the crows in the trees squawking  at dawn were 
sent down from Williamston to wake me up for work.  After 
a wonderful tour of Hill Mountain where my sister Christine 
lived at Blenheim, and Sardis we visited with my aunt and 
uncle, Mel and Elma Griffiths, at the Relm, in Houghto.  I 
then put flowers on my parents’ grave at St. Mary’s 
Church.  Victor and I paid our  respects to the graves of my 
grandparents Richard and Emma Waters, and both our 
great grandparents, Thomas and Lettice Waters all of 
Mountain Park.  My cousin was interested to see that the 
old slate gravestone in the name of Waters right at the 
door to the church dated in the mid 1800’s - no doubt one 
of our ancestors.  This was followed by a visit to The 
Hawn, which now has a boatyard just below the church.  
Victor’s father once lived at The Hawn and was delighted 
to talk to the new owner of the property now known as 
Badger Cottage. 
We finished off our day with a delicious lamb dinner at The 
Jolly  Sailor  in  Burton  Ferry,  where  I  discovered  that  a 
member of  staff,  Philippa, was one of  my past  students 
from  the  days  when  I  taught  office  administration  at 
Pembrokeshire Technical College (1974-1986).
I  have  returned  to  Burton  on  many  occasions  since  I 
moved to Canada, but there was something very special 
about marking my milestone birthday with a nostalgic tour 
of Burton.

Supermarkets agree to declare war on 
Blue Badge cheats – We will see

Supermarket giants are joining  forces to launch 
a  blitz  on  cheats  who  illegally   use  the  Blue 
Badge  parking  bays  set  aside  for  disabled 
customers. 

Unauthorised  drivers  who  use  the  spaces  in 
supermarket car parks  will  face fines and even 
public humiliation if caught. 

At  the  urging  of  'Transport  Minister  Norman 
Baker,  Aldi,  Marks  &  Spencer,  Morrisons, 
Sainsbury's, Tesco, Waitrose and  Lidl have all 
agreed to crack down on the cheats.  

Private companies will be used to impose on-
the-spot penalties of up to £80 for illegal parking 
and in some stores offenders could be identified 
over the PA system. 

Supermarkets will be urging customers to turn 
into  whistleblowers  and  tell  store  managers 
when  they  spot  cheats  parking  in  the  Blue 
.Badge bays. 

Baker said: 'Many disabled people and disability 
groups  have told  me about the  problems  they 
have in finding a disabled bay at supermarkets 
because of their abuse by people who have no 
justification for parking in reserved spaces. 

'I am delighted to have secured the support of 
the major supermarket groups and to know that 
they share my view  that  abuse of Blue Badge 
parking  bays  needs  to  be  tackled,  protecting 
Customers who rely on such spaces’.

Supermarket  support  for  a  crackdown  is 
essential  because  while  the  Government  has 
'tackled abuse on public property, it cannot act 
when offences are committed on private land. 
Private  companies  must  be  used  to  impose 
parking  penalties  in  places such as  store  car 
Parks. 

Blue Badges are used by 2.5 million 
disabled drivers. However, rising levels of 
abuse mean that many of the special parking 
spaces are regularly occupied by selfish 
non-disabled drivers

Garden Bonfires

The bonfire takes its name from the medieval bon-fire of 
animal bones. While modern day bonfire ingredients are 
on the whole less gruesome, burning waste materials can 
cause pollution and local nuisance. Fires have been used 
throughout the centuries - to mark occasions, as signals 
and to dispose of waste. However, we now have 
alternatives for disposing of most materials - and burning 
some things is illegal. 

• Air Pollution 

Burning garden waste produces smoke - especially if that 
waste is green or damp. This will emit harmful pollutants 
including particles and dioxins. Burning plastic, rubber or 
painted materials creates noxious fumes that give off a 
range of poisonous compounds. 

• Health Effects 

Air pollution can have damaging health effects, and 
people with existing health problems are especially 
vulnerable, e.g. asthmatics, bronchitis sufferers, people 
with heart conditions, children and the elderly. 

• Annoyance 

Smoke, smuts and smell from bonfires are the subject of 
about 30,000 complaints to local authorities every year. 
Smoke prevents neighbours from enjoying their gardens, 
opening windows or hanging washing out, and reduces 
visibility in the neighbourhood and on roads. Allotments 
near homes can cause problems if plot holders 
persistently burn green waste, and leave fires 
smouldering. 

• Safety 

Fire can spread to fences or buildings and scorch trees 
and plants. 
Exploding bottles and cans are a hazard when rubbish is 
burned. 
Piles of garden waste are often used as a refuge by 
animals, so look out for hibernating wildlife and sleeping 
pets. 

• Composting 

Rather than burning garden waste or putting food waste 
in the dustbin where it will end up buried or incinerated, a 
compost bin will produce useful soil conditioner, saving 
money on commercial products. Some local authorities 
collect this waste. Woody waste 
can be shredded to make it suitable for composting or 
mulching. 

You can buy or hire shredders, and some allotment 
societies have their own. If using a shredder be 
considerate - they are very noisy so don't swap one 
nuisance for another! 

Advice on composting is available from your local 
authority and from gardening organisations. The following 
provide information leaflets on composting, for which 
there may be a small charge:

• Recycling 

Household waste should certainly not be burnt. Many 
items can be reused or recycled and your local council 
will have recycling facilities. Some local authorities 
provide bins for you to separate your waste and collect 
garden waste, others may charge for a service or you can 
take it to the local amenity site. Burning old 
furniture can cause particular hazards, as some materials 
can release toxic fumes when burnt. If furniture is in 
reasonable condition there are many charitable or council 
services that collect and re-use unwanted items; many 
local authorities also offer a 
bulky waste collection service for old furniture. Your 
unwanted goods may also be of value to other people 
and can be donated to charity shops, or even make you 
money through sale in classified adverts, car boot sales 
or services such as eBay . 

• When and where can I have a bonfire?

It is a common misconception that there are specific 
byelaws prohibiting garden bonfires or times they 
can be lit – there aren’t.

However, this is not a licence for indiscriminate burning! 
Occasionally a bonfire is the best practicable way to 
dispose of woody or diseased waste that cannot be 
composted. 
And bonfires are used to mark traditional celebrations - 
especially November 5th. 
Under the Waste Management (England and Wales) 
Regulations 2006 it is an offence for people to dispose of 
their domestic waste in a way likely to cause pollution of 
the environment or harm to human health. In practice you 
should not burn waste that is likely 
to create excessive smoke or noxious fumes. If only dry 
garden waste is burnt, your bonfire should not cause a 
problem. 

Most bonfire problems are addressed under nuisance 
legislation. 
Under the Environmental Protection Ad (EPA) 1990, a 
statutory nuisance includes "smoke, fumes or gases 
emitted from premises so as to be prejudicial to health or 
a nuisance." (In N Ireland the Public Health Act 1878 
defines nuisance.) In practice a fire would have to be a 
recurrent persistent problem, interfering 
substantially with neighbours' well-being, comfort or 
enjoyment of their property. 

If a bonfire of industrial or commercial waste is emitting 
black smoke it is dealt with under the Clean Air Act 1993 - 
this includes the burning of such material in your garden! 
Under section 34 of the Environmental Protection Act 
1990 it is illegal to dispose of waste that is not from your 
property - for example from your 
workplace or from a neighbour. For example, small 
tradesmen must not burn waste from site at home . 

• How do I complain about a bonfire? 

If bothered by smoke, approach your neighbour and 
explain the problem. You might feel awkward but they 
may not be aware of the distress they are causing and it 
will hopefully make them more considerate in the future. If 
this fails, environmental health at your local council 
should be notified. They must investigate your 
complaint and must issue a notice under the EPA if they 
consider a nuisance is being caused. The Act also allows 
you to take private action in the magistrates court. 
However, if a fire is a one- off it may be difficult to prove a 
nuisance. Similarly, if you are troubled from bonfires from 
different neighbours, each only burning occasionally, a 
nuisance action would be difficult as there are several 
offenders. In this situation encourage them to consider 
the alternatives - give them a copy of this leaflet! Finally, 
under the Highways Act 1980, anyone lighting a fire and 
allowing smoke to drift across a road faces a fine if it 
endangers traffic. Contact the police if this is the case. 

Barbeques

Barbeques can also cause smoke and odour problems - 
especially if you use lighter fuel. Again, be considerate. 
Warn your neighbours, and don't light up if they have 
washing out. If it is windy make sure smoke won't blow 
directly into neighbouring properties - and keep the noise 
down. 

A bonfire can be a useful way for disposing of garden 
waste that cannot be composted - or perhaps you want a 
bonfire just for fun. 
Bonfires have traditionally been used to mark events - 
currently the main bonfire tradition is Bonfire Night, and in 
N Ireland 11th July. If you do have a bonfire to dispose of 
garden waste, or on Bonfire Night, warn your neighbours 
- they are much less likely to 
complain. And follow our good bonfire guidelines. 

Only burn dry material 

• Never burn household rubbish, rubber tyres or 
anything containing plastic, foam or paint 
• Avoid lighting a fire in unsuitable weather 
conditions - 
smoke hangs in the air on damp, still days. If it is too 
windy, smoke blows into neighbours' gardens and 
windows and across roads 
• Avoid burning when air pollution levels in your 
area are high or very high. You can check air quality on 
0800 556677 or at www  .  airquality  .  co.uk   

• Keep your fire away from trees, fences and buildings 

• Never use oil, petrol or methylated spirits to light 
a fire - you could damage yourself as well as the 
environment 
• Never leave a fire unattended or leave it to 
smoulder - 
put it out. 

DANISH PASTRIES

One packet of ready rolled puff pastry
Jam or honey
Currants/nuts/glace cherries/dried fruits of choice
Cinnamon (if liked)
Beaten egg

Roll out the pastry & brush with jam or honey 
Sprinkle with selection of currants/nuts etc.
Sprinkle with Cinnamon if used
Roll up pastry like a Swiss roll
Cut into slices, not too thick.
Brush with beaten egg
Place on baking sheet lined with 
greaseproof/baking paper

Bake in oven 200c for approx 15mins, check to 
see if they are cooked.

AGE CONCERN PEMBROKESHIRE - 
BUSINESS AS USUAL 

You will know that the national charities Age Concern and 
Help the Aged merged in April 2009 and launched a new 
national charity called Age UK in April 2010. Age Cymru, 
Age Northern  Ireland and Age Scotland are licensed by 
Age UK to operate in their respective nations. Age Cymru 
wlll  continue  to  campaign,  lobby  and  influence  policy 
relating to older people in Wales. 

The merger, however, does not include or affect local Age 
Concern organisations across Wales. However we have 
become aware that this  national  merger has resulted in 
some Local Authority and Local Health Board staff giving 
out the contact details of the national Age Cymru and Age 
UK  to  people  who  require  local  services.  This  causes 
frustration for older people as the national organisations 
will only refer them to us in the end - it would be much 
simpler to keep to the existing system! 

I  am  writing  to  clarify  that  older  people  living  in 
Pembrokeshire should continue to contact Age Concern 
Pembrokeshire  for  information  and  advice  about  local 
services and if they wish to access any of the services we 
provide. Our Organisation does not receive any funding 
from Age Cymru or Age UK to deliver our local services, 
we deploy some 150 staff  and volunteers in support  of 
older  people  and our  Board of  Trustees is  drawn from 
people who reside in Pembrokeshire. We are therefore an 
independent,  autonomous,  local  charity  that  exists  for  
the benefit of older people living in our area of benefit. 

We have posted a statement on our website that explains 
our  relationship  with  Age  Cymru.  
The statement reads: Age Concern Pembrokeshire is an  
independent local charity. We are not part of Age Cymru  
or Age UK and will remain, Age Concern. The merger of  
Age Concern and Help the Aged across the UK was  a 
merger of  the four National Age Concern organisations  
and Help the Aged in the UK. This merger does not affect  
local  Age Concern organisations which are not  part  of  
this  
merger.  Services  provided  by  Age  Concern  
Pembrokeshire will continue as usual

The Age UK Advice Line can provide generic information 
regarding English legislation and allowances but cannot 
provide detailed information on devolved Welsh issues. 

I  would  be  grateful  if  you  would  be  mindful  of  this 
information  when  responding  to  enquiries  from  your 
constituents.  I  enclose  a  copy  of  our  leaflets  for  your 
information.  If  you  require  any  further  information  or 
clarification  please  contact  Jane  Slade,  Chief  Officer, 
using the contact details given above. 

We appreciate  that  this  is  a  difficult  time for  all  public 
sector organisations and we are also facing uncertain and 
challenging circumstances,  however we will  continue to 
work in partnership with statutory partners for the benefit 
of older people in our area of benefit.
