If you need a tradesman to enter your
home to complete work for you, follow the
simple steps below to ensure you stay safe -

e Lock, Stop, Chain and Check
Lock - always keep your doors locked when
at home.
Stop - are you expecting anyone? Look

through the spyhole

Chain - always check identification. Ask for
their details in writing to enable you to make
enquiries.

e Obtain other quotes - always get quotes
from other traders for the same work/goods.

e Check their credentials. Do they belong to a
trade association?

¢ References - ask for references from existing
customers

¢ Never pay in advance and make sure youget
a written quote.

e Don't be rushed - allow yourself time to think
it over; the law requires a 7-day cooling off
period for agreements made in your home.

e Don't pay in cash - consider paying by
cheque or credit card, which may provide you
with added protection.

e Don't be alone - if you feel nervous or
vulnerable then arrange for someone to be in
the house with you when the work is done.

e Your rights - under the Supply of Goods and
Services Act, work must be carried out with
reasonable care and skill, for a reasonable
fee and in reasonable time.

MEL GRIFFITHS (1924-2011)

It was with great sadness that we recently learned of
the death of Houghton resident Mel Griffiths. Over
the years, Mel was a regular contributor to this
magazine.

Mel was born at Newton Farm, near Houghton, in
1924 and after attending Burton School, he lived
most of his life within a mile or so of Houghton
village.

After leaving school at the age of fourteen, Mel
returned to work on the farm with his father. Two
years later, in 1940, he was employed by the Great
Western Railway, at Neyland, as a fireman. He
worked for several years at Pontypool Road but
finally, in 1950, the call of Newton Farm became too
loud and he returned to help his ageing father. He
was, however, always delighted to “talk railways"
with anyone at any time; the GWR was always
referred to in these conversations as “God's
Wonderful Railway".

In 1966 he joined Haverfordwest RDC and was
later transferred to the Welsh Water Authority. Here
he was employed as a builder and maintenance
worker until he retired in 1988. Other early building
projects included the bus shelters at Houghton and
Bowlings Corner, both of which are still in use today.
In the early seventies he worked hard and built the
family home, “the RELM”, Vale Road, Houghton,
which was where he was proud to live until his
recent death.

Mel met Elma on a Sunday School outing to Tenby
in 1948 and this was the beginning of 58 years of a
happy marriage. Mel was a great family man and
supported his family with pride. An ardent draughts
player, he attended many local competitions,
especially at Llawhaden. He and Elma were also
keen whist players, regularly attending whist drives
throughout the County. They ran the local whist
drive in Houghton Village Hall for twenty-five years.
Mel was also a regular at Wednesday club and
enjoyed attending fortnightly lunches with his
friends. He was a founding member of the PTA at
Houghton school and was a member of Burton
Parish Council (later Burton Community Council) for
twenty-seven years; here he was involved in a
number of projects including maintaining public
footpaths and creating the Jubilee Play Park at
Houghton.

Mel was a regular attendee of Sardis Chapel and
also supported other chapels and churches in the
locality; over the years he manufactured a number
of Christmas Cribs, including the ones used to this
day at Sardis and Burton Church.

And , of course, Mel was also a regular contributor
to our “In Touch” magazine where his poems of
Pembrokeshire farming life and articles on local
history always attracted interest. He was always
prepared to give talks on these subjects and

regularly assisted school and local chapels as a
“harvest festival auctioneer.”

Mel died suddenly at home on 3" December after
spending the day at his granddaughter’s wedding,
where he regaled many with tales and stories,
ignoring the confines of his wheelchair and oxygen
supply. He was buried at his beloved Sardis Chapel
at a service, which truly celebrated his life. One of
his poems was read by his children, Lewis & Rose
and we have reprinted this below.

Mel will be sadly missed by all who knew him in this
community.

HAYMAKING ON THE FARM 1930s by Mel
Griffiths October 1987

The first thing | remember of haymaking on the farm,
Was picking cowslips in the field, we didn’t do much
harm,

As the grass was only growing and weeks before it's
mown,

We'd pick them off with so much care and take them
home to Mam.

With gentle hands she’d take them, as if they were
SO rare,

But knowing all the time that there were thousands
there.

When time had come for mowing the machine all
greased and oiled,

The horses would be ready with ropes all neatly
coiled,

The time of year was May or June with sunshine
every day,

Which Father said was needed to make sweet
scented hay.



Dad always mowed in early morn, or late into the
night,

T’'was better for the horses when the sun was not so
bright.

A few days after mowing, each swaf was gently
turned,

This was to dry the underside, as later on we
learned,

Then when the hay was ready, it was raked into a
row,

A very hard and tiresome job, as older people know.
Men and women, children too, would help out with
this task,

Assisted by a jar of ale, drawn freshly from the
Cask.

Next t'was made up into tumps, and left till following
day,

When carts and pitchers came along to take it all
away,

It was driven to the hay guard where twa’s built into
a rick,

And when the rick was finished it stood there like a
brick,

A few loads in the middle to build it up quite high.

It was then thatched all over, to keep the whole lot
dry.

By winter the rick had settled, and cut out like a
block,

Then carried on my Father’s back, to feed up all the
stock.

Each day the hay was carried, in wind or rain or
snow,

Not a very pleasant task — if you've done it then
you'll know.

THE NON-EMERGENCY police number 101 was
rolled out across the whole of the UK on 11"
January 2012 following its success in Wales.

The launch means that every police force in Wales
and England now has the same contact number, for
reporting a crime and disorder that is less urgent
than 999 and does not need an emergency
response.

The 101 system also reduces pressure on 999
emergency calls and can help to prevent and tackle
crime.

101 is the number to call when you want to
contact your local police - when it’s less urgent
than a 999 call. 101 is available 24 hours a day,
7 days a week.

When to call 101?

You should call 101 to report crime and other
concerns that do not require an emergency
response.

For example, you should call 101 if:

. your car has been stolen

. your property has been damaged

. you suspect drug use or dealing in your
neighbourhood

Or to:

. report a minor traffic collision

. give the police information about crime in
your area

. speak to the police about a general
enquiry

We now average over 15,000 calls a month.
Having an easy to remember nhumber for
people to use when they do not need an
urgent response means we can provide a
more accessible service to our residents.”

DIABETES-ARE YOU KEEPING WITHIN THE LAW?

By law you must tell the DVLA if any of the following
applies:

You need treatment.with insulin.

You need laser treatlnent or Anti- VEG F treatment to
both eyes or in the remaining eye or if you have
sight in one eye only.

You have problems with vision in both eyes, or in
the remaining eye if you have sight in one eye
only.

By law, you must be able to read, with Glasses or
contact lenses if necessary, a car number plate in
good daylight at 20.5 metres (67 feet) or 20
metres (65 feet) where narrower characters
(50mm wide) are displayed.

You develop any problems with the circulation, or
sensation in your legs or feet which makes it
necessary for you to drive certain types of
vehicles only, for example automatic vehicles, or
vehicles with a hand operated accelerator or
brake. This must be shown on your driving
licence.

You suffer more than one episode of disabling
hypoglycaemia (low blood sugar) requiring the
assistance of another person within 12 months,
or if you or your carer feels you are at high risk of
developing disabling hypoglycaemia.

For Group 2 drivers (bus/lorry), one episode of
hypoglycaemia requiring the assistance of
another person must be reported immediately.

You develop impaired awareness of
hypoglycaemia. (Difficulty in recognising the
warning symptoms of low blood sugar.)

You suffer disabling hypoglycaemia while
driving.

An existing medical condition gets worse or you
develop any other condition. etc

In the interests of road safety, you must be sure
that you can safely control a vehicle at all time
This list is a minimum requirement




As you will no doubt be aware, the price
of both diesel fuel and heating oil has
been rising constantly over the previous
months.

This has led to increases in the theft of
Diesel fuel from Commercial vehicles
and Heating Oil from storage tanks.

In an effort to try to combat the thefts of
heating oil, the following points may
assist you in preventing yourself from
becoming a victim of Theft.

Be aware of your Oil levels and check frequently.
Where possible keep your levels low and the
same when re filling.

Speak to your supplier with regards to a more
frequent but smaller delivery

If you have a plastic tank, consider erecting
fencing around the tank with one end hinged
and locked for filling purposes.

The fencing should befixed to solid

posts and should be set off the tank

aprox 12 inches on all sides.

The same should be fixed to the top as well.

If you have a steel tank, then fit a quality anti cut
close shackled padlock.

If you have outside security lighting, then please
ensure that the system works and that the light
sensors have been adjusted correctly to detect
movement.

Burton Community Council

At recent meetings of the Burton Community
Council, the following matters were given
consideration :

Noticeboards. Residents may have noticed the new
noticeboards in various locations around the
Community. It is hoped that these will enable
residents to be well informed about local events and
activities.

Trinity House Jetty. Due to pressure from the
Community Council, the Local Authority has finally
served a formal Notice on the owner of the Jetty, a
Grade II Listed Building, requiring emergency works
to be completed within two months. The Community
Council remains committed to supporting the
preservation of this unique structure.

Houghton School. The Community Council wishes
to promote debate over potential future uses of the
land and buildings following the closure of the
school in Houghton. Any local residents with
suggestions or comments on this matter are invited
to submit these to the Community Council, which is
pursuing dialogue with the Church authorities who
own the buildings and land.

Diamond Jubilee Celebrations. The Community
Council wishes to support events organised to
celebrate the forthcoming Queen’s Diamond Jubilee.
Funding towards the cost of proposed public
celebrations deemed suitable may be eligible for
Community Council assistance on application, and
individuals or organisations planning such events are
invited to submit request for grant assistance, which
will be assessed individually on their merits.
Additionally, Members are considering providing
Diamond Jubilee commemorative items to all

primary / secondary aged children in the Community
Area. To this end, parents with eligible children are
requested to contact the Clerk by e-mail
(burtoncommunitycouncil @tesco.net) to register, by
April 1 2012.

My days at Burton VC School 1929 — 1938. Mel Griffiths, September 2010.

My name is Mel Griffiths. I was born at Newton Farm, Burton, on November 14™ 1924, the youngest of four children,
and attended Burton VC School, as it was known until recently, which everyone will know. I thought it would be
interesting to some if I recorded my time at the school. I remember starting a week or two before Christmas 1929 which
did not go down very well. I was quite happy at home. I didn't need school and nobody seemed to push me but after
Christmas, when I started seriously, things did not go well. Every day there was a problem. My brother, who was six
years older, and my sister, who was four years older, seemed to be burdened with all my problems. I'm sure there must
have been many days when they felt like giving me a good hiding. I soon discovered what the problem was. It was the
teacher. She used to force me and I was not for forcing. I needed coxing. That teacher was a “Miss George” and the fight
went on with an odd day at home until Easter, when she left to get married, as in those days, married women were not
allowed to teach (or this is what I was led to believe at the time).

After Christmas, our teacher was Miss Stonier, who lived at Burton Ferry, later to become Mrs Clifford Bevan, who was
our policeman's son. My life at school completely changed as she was lovely and we all got on well together and soon it
became a pleasure to go to school, as later I attended school for four and a half years without a break and was presented
with lots of books which I still have. The first one is interesting as it is named “My favourite” presented to Melborne
Griffiths for regular attendance 1931-1932, signed by Ivor G John Bsc, Wales, Headmaster. That must have been his last
year at Burton School as the next year my book was signed by HWA Warlow.

I remember being sorry to leave Miss Stonier's class. My next teacher was Miss Gladys Collins from Lawn Farm, Burton
(no longer a farm). I moved into Class 1 and 2 which was in the room where the stage is today but it was divided at this
point by a wall and the other half was the infants where I had just left. Miss Collins was much different from Miss Stonier
and she used to shout a lot and made good use of her cane. However, she was not a bad teacher. My sister, Eunice, always
got on well with her. I should think I must have been about seven and one of the big boys in the class. I don't know what
she expected us to be but if she found fault with our work, like poor writing, or sums wrong, her favourite saying was
“You'll end up on the farm.” A proper disgrace, she being a farmer's daughter. Little did she know then that one would
need a degree in many subjects to be a successful farmer today.

Before moving from Class 1 and 2, we had another change of teacher which happened to be another Miss AOA Collins.
She travelled from Pembroke Dock to Burton Ferry and walked via Barnlake to Houghton. She was lovely and we were
all sorry to leave her.

My next move was into the big room. This room was divided in the centre by a folding screen, which made it two
separate classes or rather four classes with two teachers. Miss Lilly Morgan controlled the right hand side, being class 3
and 4, while Mr Warlow, the headmaster, controlled Class 5 and 6. From here, one would either move on to Taskers
School for Girls or Grammar School for Boys. This was for the ones who sat the 11+ exam and passed. If one chose not
to sit the 11+ then you were there until the age of 14 years as this was the school leaving age in 1938.

At this time, there must have been 90 — 100 children attending the school all under one roof. There were no school
dinners so every child carried their own sandwiches and a can of ready made tea. The can was placed in front of the coal
fire. Also, at that time we had an opportunity to purchase a third pint bottle of milk at halfpenny a bottle. This was
supplied by a smallholder in the village. If I remember rightly, our dinner time lasted for 1 %2 hours. We ate out
sandwiches sitting at our classroom desk after which we were allowed anywhere in the village. As we got older, a
favourite place was at the blacksmith's shop with Mr Howard Brown, especially if he was shoeing a horse. The
blacksmith shop is still there today, just about the same shape as it always was, as well as the house which, for many
years now, has been privately lived in. There has been a lot of renovation work to both the house and the blacksmith's and
they now look smart and clean. Many of the other older houses in the village have also been renovated. Almost every one
has had something done to it, like new windows, doors and some have had new roofs. There are quite a number of new
houses or conversions from old buildings. To date, I can count about 36 new houses.

Some dinner things: Mr Warlow would have all the boys in the field to practice our cricket skills in preparation for a
forthcoming match with Llangwm or Rosemarket, usually held in the evenings. Although picked for the team, I was never
allowed to play too much at home. Some days we would wander down the moor, especially if the hounds were in the area,
then it was late back for school to a very cross Mr Warlow. Soon the cane was out. The girls and the boys had separate
cloak rooms or “lobbies” as they were known in those days. The playground was covered in loose shale, difficult for
playing marbles on. There was a six foot zinc fence through the centre, starting from the school and ending at the toilets at
the foot of the fence. There was a small bank of grass which was the only place we had to have a sit in hot weather.
Thursday afternoon was gardening day for a dozen big boys. This was the best of the week. The highlight of the year was
Christmas and the practice for the school concert. The final night took place in the Mission Hall, where, the day before,
the piano had to be taken from the school. This was transported on a flat bottom cart with wooden spoke wheels with iron
bands. It had a pole in front with a “T” at the end. This was Mr Warlow's end while a half dozen boys would be at the
back, either holding back or pushing, whichever was needed. Another highlight of the school was break-up day. Every
child in the school was given a big bag of sweets. All mixed, these were given by a Burton man in business in Cardiff and
sent to Neyland by train. On the day, Mr Jenkins of Burton Ferry would drive his donkey cart via Rosemarket, to pick up



a big tea chest and deliver it to the school. Two of the boys would have to help bring the box of sweets into the school,
then go out to look after the donkey while Mr Jenkins handed out the bags of sweets to each child.

I thought, after, that I should have stated another interesting practice which always took place at the end of each term and
always seemed to fall on me when I became one of the big boys (13/14). I don't suppose there are many children around
today who would have used a nib pen and ink to do their writing in school. Biro had not been heard of in those days! It
always seemed to be my job on the afternoon of the last day of term to get a bucket and go around each desk collecting all
the inkwells from the holders which were sunk in the top of the desk. I'd then take the bucket to the well and wash each
one and put them to drain as dry as possible then store them in the cupboard in the schoolroom. The first morning back to
school, it was my job to distribute the inkwells to each desk, then collect an old metal teapot kept only for this job. Along
with a bag containing ink powder. I put the right amount of powder in the teapot and then went to the well for water to fill
the teapot, gave it a very good stir and we had enough ink for the whole term.

The village has changed quite a bit from those early days. The area opposite the school, where the playpark is now, was
just an overgrown area with small trees and bushes of all sorts, a good area for playing hide and seek. Outside the school
gates was the village well (which is still there). This well supplied the school and half the village with their water. The
water was drawn off by a large brass tap into a bucket or watering can. The field at the bottom of the playground where
the nursery now stands is where Mr Jacobs grazed his horses. The right-hand side of the cart track heading down the moor
in my school days was used as the village tip, a dumping place for the ashes, tins, bottles etc. I remember an offer through
the school that if you collected six Libby Corned Beef labels, you would get a Libby's School Atlas. Living on the farm,
we never got any tinned food but after a few dinnertime trips to the moor and several scratches among the ashes, I soon
had my six labels and my own school atlas.

Mrs John, who lived at “Model House” had a lovely garden with lots of apple trees. Around September time, when the
children were out an about, she would come out of her bottom gate and give the children a shout and bring out two
buckets of wind falls. She tipped them on the edge of the moor and the children would be running from all directions and
soon there would not be an apple in sight. This would happen on several days.

If you carry on up Vale Road and round the corner, on the right was “Court House” which was run as a small holding.
The old farm house was taken down to make way for Vale Court. On the left, which is now “The Relm”, used to be a
stable which was in regular use by Mr Jacobs. Next door, now Budy Gwyn, used to be a store loft with a cow shed under
the loft. There were also other farm buildings belonging to Mr Rees from the farm but used, again, by Mr Jacobs. Next to
Budy Gwyn was Mrs John's shop where one could buy anything: plenty of groceries, sweets, children's clothes, even a
two gallon sealed can of petrol. Next to the shop, on the corner, was Mrs Sutton and family. Opposite was the police
station with a resident police man. Houghton is much the same today only the houses have been improved and increased
turning into Burton Road. There was only one house on the left side of the road which was known as The Farm House.
The land belonging to it was rented out to Mr Jack Jacobs, who lived opposite, and also kept a small shop. Also on the
right, was the blacksmith's shop, run by Mr Howard Brown with his private house alongside, much as it is today, only
today it is much cleaner and there is no machinery standing idle waiting to be repaired. The last house of the three older
ones, was Mr Jacobs' shop. I just mentioned a bungalow that was next but when I was in school, Mr Jacobs has his farm
buildings standing there. Next to that is the Jubilee Hall which used to be the Village Institute where young men and older
would spend a few hours in the evening playing cards or darts or play any board games in the “reading room”. Next door,
by the telephone kiosk, was the village post office, where urgent messages were sent by telegram. During my last years at
school, I earned many a sixpence (worth today's two and a half pence) for delivering a telegram on my way home or even
to Port Lion or Llangwm. It did not matter where, the most important thing was the sixpence as if delivering two a week I
felt like a millionaire. I did have an old bike, which was a great help.

A big difference in the village today is the number of cars and lorries passing through as well as tractors. During my years
at school, 1929-1938, I think I would be right in saying that there were only twelve motor cars in Burton Village Parish
although I think they were starting to increase in my last two or three years at school. There were no tractors but plenty of
horse and carts moving back and fore through the village to different farms to help out during the busy season of
haymaking and harvest. When I was about thirteen, I realised I used to have nearly every Friday off from school to go to
Johnston Coop with the horse and cart to collect Barley Meal for the pigs, flak maize and bran for the cows and young
stock and sometimes Indian corn for the hens, It was all paid for in cash. I used to sit in the front of the cart where all
drivers would sit on what was called the whistle board. It made one feel grown up all of a sudden. Well I think this is a
fair description of my time at Houghton School. I could go on but it's time to call it a day.

For many years local people living in the Hywel Dda Health Board area have said they want high quality
healthcare services and care delivered closer to home.

Hywel Dda Health Board aims to provide more than 80% of its healthcare services as locally as possible.
Evidence consistently shows that up to 40% of patients in hospital are staying too long, when they would
benefit from alternative care outside of the hospital environment. Often, this is because our community
services have not been able to provide the right care, at the right time in a local setting.

The Health Board needs to change and become more of a ‘wellness’ service — keeping people healthy or
cared for outside of hospital. To achieve this, it needs to continue to make a significant investment in primary
and community care facilities, whilst at the same time ensuring that local hospitals meet the needs of patients
who require a higher level of in-hospital care.

Having looked at potential scenarios for healthcare services with local clinicians, the Health Board officially
launched a listening and engagement exercise in December 2011 around its Clinical Services Strategy. This
exercise will enable the Health Board to discuss with the public the current position, the case for change, the
possible solutions for healthcare in the future and to listen to their views. No decisions have yet been reached
either in terms of future services or in terms of the options the Health Board will ultimately consult on.

In considering any potential scenarios, the following are critical fixed points:

» To maintain and improve outcomes for patients;

= Four main hospitals;

» Safe services that meet Medical and Surgical Royal College guidelines or acceptable levels of compliance
for our rural area;

Services that can meet future demographic, workforce and recruitment challenges;

Ensuring our clinicians meet the new accreditation regulations;

The most efficient services possible within our rural area;

Only moving services when we are clear that the right infrastructure is in place and it is safe to do so.

The Health Board is encouraging greater involvement from the public, its partners, the third sector, local
authorities, carers and its staff in developing the services for the future.

Its main priority is to provide the safest and highest quality, sustainable and accessible care and using all its
resources as effectively as possible, in order to provide the people of Carmarthenshire, Ceredigion and
Pembrokeshire with the world class healthcare they deserve.

Once the listening and engagement period is completed, all the feedback and information received will be
analysed and this will influence the options put forward for formal consultation.

“I want to emphasise that no decisions have been reached and we hope the public will help us in shaping high
quality, safe and sustainable services for the future. We will continue to listen to any views expressed and
take into consideration alternative suggestions.”

Once the consultation process is completed, an Implementation Board will be formed with a chair person

independent of the Health Board. This board will be responsible for overseeing and providing scrutiny on the
change process. The Implementation Board will be made up of senior clinical staff and senior managers from
Hywel Dda Health Board, as well as Health Board Independent Members and the Community Health Council.

Before any change is made the board will need to be sure that the infrastructure is in place to support the
change and an alternative service is in place.

The Health Board will also look to establish a Patient’s Council — drawn from membership of its involvement
scheme (Siarad lechyd/Talking Health) to be linked to the board to oversee and assure the process.
